New Memberships

The Midwest Golf Association voted to offer two new types of memberships at its 2007 Annual Meeting held in Atlanta, GA the first weekend in November. They also changed the dues of their Full Members. Starting in 2008 the Midwest Golf Association will offer the following types of membership>
Individual Membership – Annual Dues reduced to $ 30.00
Family Membership – New  - Annual Dues $ 75.00
Associate Club Membership – New – Annual Dues $ 150.00

Full Club Membership Dues – Increased from $ 200.00 to $ 300.00
The Full Club Members will no longer have to pay the $ 2.00 per player tournament tax that was required when hosting tournaments.

The increase in the dues will cover the operating cost of the Midwest Golf Association. With less member clubs these days paying into the treasury it was necessary to increase the dues to cover the cost of the annual meeting.  The other $ 50.00 part of the increase will go directly to the Youth Foundation for scholarships.
