SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES
The Scholarship Guidelines listed below were adopted by the Midwest Golf Association in November 1994.  These guidelines and procedures supersede all other written or expressed guidelines about the Midwest Golf Association’s Scholarship Program prior to November 1994.

Criteria for Consideration 
( A )  Applicants should be a golfer.

( B )  Applicant must be a member of a Midwest Golf Association  Junior Golf  

         Program or his/her parent or guardian must be a member of the Midwest Golf 
         Association.
( C )  Each applicant must be sponsored by a Midwest Golf Association Member Club or

          Individual Member in good standings with the association at the time application is 

          submitted, and application must be approved and signed by the President of said 

          club.

( D )  Applicants must have a Grade Point Average of 2.5 ( on a 4 point scale ) or above.

( E )  Applicant must continue to participate in golf activities while in college.

( F )  Applicants that play on a college golf team or receive a golf scholarship will receive 

         additional points.

 (G)  Applicant should have participated in at least two MGA Junior Championship  

         Tournaments.
 (H)   Applicant should be a accepted or enrolled in a college or university.      
 (I)    Winners will be selected from the applicant with the highest amount of points.   

 If A thru H are equal, the highest GPA will be the determining factor.

Application
All completed applications must be accompanied by the following:

1. Two (2) letters of recommendations. One from the sponsoring club, and one

letter from an individual selected by the applicant.

2. A written statement by the applicant of 200 words or more as to why he/she should be considered by the Midwest Golf Association for this scholarship.

3. A recent Photograph of applicant.

4. The most recent high school or college transcript.

5. A signed release from parent or guardian to publish photo on MGA Website.

Deadlines
1. Completed application must be received by the Scholarship Chairperson or the 

Associations President on or before August 31.
2. Proof of registration to an accredited college or university must be received by 

October 1.  ( Letter from the registrar, receipt from school, etc. )

Scholarship Payments
     Scholarships may be awarded in various amounts by the Midwest Golf Association.
     When awarded, funds will be paid in the following manner to the applicant and his or 

     guardian:

     Semester Based Colleges and Universities – two equal payments.

     Quarter Based Colleges and Universities – four equal payments.

Other Responsibilities
     Applicant is expected to attend the Midwest Golf Associations National Junior Golf 

     Championship the year that his/her scholarship is awarded.
